♦ Artwork and its execution

CAD entries may use a computer 
printer.    

4. No copyright characters can be used.  

5. The poster theme must be spelled correctly  

6. At least part of a “Yellow” School Bus must be on 
the poster.  Any other color bus or no bus at all, will 
cause the poster to be disqualified.
